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FINANCIAL POLICY
We are doing everything possible to hold down the costs of medical care. You can help by eliminating the need for us to bill you. The following is a summary of our payment policy.
Patient financial liability is expected to be PAID AT THE TIME OF SERVICE.  This includes co-payments for participating insurance companies. After-Hours Pediatrics accepts cash, personal checks, and major credit cards. The service charge for returned checks is $30.
INSURANCE CARD:
In order for us to accurately bill your insurance company you must have your current insurance card available at each visit. 
PRIMARY INSURANCE:
We will bill your participating primary insurance company as a courtesy to you.
I understand the insurance carrier will make a payment within forty-five days of each date of service. After sixty days from date of service with no payment or payment plan for any outstanding balance- including services not covered by my insurance plan, deductible, co-insurance, or other- a $15.00 per month service charge will be added until the balance is paid in full. 
I understand After-Hours Pediatrics may refuse care if an outstanding balance is due past ninety days for any patients with the same policy holder in which a payment is not in place. A collection agency may be used past 120 days of any unpaid balances. I understand that in addition to the amount owed, I will also be responsible for the fee charged by the collection agency for costs of collections.
I accept full financial responsibility for services received by the patient which are not covered by insurance. I understand the possession of medical insurance does not relieve me of financial responsibility to After-Hours Pediatrics at the time of service. 
SECONDARY  INSURANCE:
Any secondary insurance claims will be the patient’s responsibility to file.  
CASH VISIT:
If your insurance company is not a participating company, the cost of the visit is due at the time of service. 
The cost for a basic visit is $125.00. Additional charges for procedures and medicines may apply. 
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
